Passport Information

• If your child has their own passport, it is essential they use this to travel.

• Expiry date must be within 6 months from date of return (22nd December 2020 or later)

• If your child DOES NOT have their own passport and was born outside the UK, they will need their own 
passport.

• If your child DOES NOT have their own passport and was born in the UK, they can travel on a collective 
passport – which the school will apply and pay for. 

• Passports will need to be photocopied to clarify correct spelling of names and expiry date. This will need to 
be done by 31st January.
